Feature story:
In her second year in the Phy-
cisian’s Assistant Program, Thuy Ho
has become the sixth student in the
program’s 10-year history to earn a
National Health Service Corps Schol-
arship. This sought after U.S. Depart-
ment of Health and Human Services
program pays the tuition and some
living expenses for PA students who
agree to serve medically underserved
communities.
   Ho became a practicing medical
internist in her native Vietnam after
completing a medical degree in
1994. Soon after she married a high
school friend and immigrated with
him to Lincoln in 2001.
   Unable to get licensed to practice
medicine in the Nebraska, Ho
sought acceptance into a U.S. med-
ical residency program which proved
impossible because it had been more
than 10 years since she graduated
from medical school.
   In order to gain some experience,
she served as a volunteer translator
at the People’s Health Center in Lin-
coln. One of the doctors suggested
she apply to Union’s PA program.
   The program proved a perfect fit
for her family life and her goal to
serve those in need.“When I volun-
teered at People’s Health Center, I
realized that everywhere there are
people who can’t afford health care.”
Ho saw how the clinic worked to
serve low-income people.  “I decided
I wanted to serve the underserved
because they need us the most,” she
explained.
   Union College has helped rein-
force this goal.  “At Union College
they teach that the job is not just a
job,” Ho said. “We have a healing
ministry inherited from Jesus.”
