Then on Aug. 27,
1992, after 10 years of painting more than 100 hous-
es, Project BRUSH (Beautifying Residences Using
Student Help) took on a variety of service activities
and became Project Impact, with 200 students and
faculty. This year, approximately 650 students and
faculty gave 4,000 hours of service to 50 sites
throughout Lincoln. Next year will be the 25th
anniversary of Union’s community service day.
